Who can join?
To join the Western Sydney program,
individuals must meet the following four
criteria:
1. live in Western Sydney
2. rent from a private landlord or own
their own home*
3. have their name on the energy bills
4. be an energy utility hardship customer
OR have one of the following:
= Centrelink Pensioner Concession
Card
= Centrelink Low Income Health Care
Card
» Department of Veterans’ Affairs
Pensioner Concession Card
= Department of Veterans’ Affairs
Repatriation Health Card

* The Low Income Household Refit
Program also includes a program for
Housing NSW, Aboriginal Housing and
Community Housing residents.
